By the baptismal font is the chief light in a ligical
sanctuary: the Paschal Candle. It representsCiwi
the "Light of the world" (John 8:12) and is lit fbap-
tisms, funerals, services from Eastertide througheh-
sion, and at Evening Prayer, as a symbol of Céirist'
presence. Each year, a new candle is dedicatee at
Easter Vigil, symbolizing the triumph of the resation
over darkness and sin. Then, throughout the wsahe
new Candle diminishes it reminds us of how Jesas-sa
fically gave His life for us. The use of the PaasdGan-
dle, including its ceremonial lighting at the Eastail,
is a custom practiced by the Church since the fioceh-
tury or earlier.

This year we have a new stand and a new follower fo
the Paschal Candle. You will notice that it is &nd
which allows us to use shorter candles. This wakmit

easier for the acolytes to light. It is also cdesably
sturdier than our previous holder, and so will &fes
and provide for optimal presentation of the can-

dle. We thank the families of Oliver Wischmeyedan
Robert Skarin for providing Bethany with these new
liturgical appointments out of their Memorial Funds

At one point in Christian history, Paschal Candles
were such a touchtone for piety and devotion they t
assumed immense size. At Salisbury Cathedrakin th
late Medieval period this candle was 36 feet higi.

Imagine what the acolytes had to go thraogh
light those! Our candle may be of more practicalp
portions, but it maintains the ornamentation which
characterizes these candles.
