Each family will have the opportunity to offer a quick greeting and 
deliver the saddlebag to another household.  In a few days, we hope to 
have hundreds of estimate of giving cards back from our Pony Express 
routes.  From that response, we will be able to determine the level of sup-
port our members are able to give to God’s ministry here at Bethany Lu-
theran Church and School.  Hats, chaps, lassos and spurs are optional!
