Right to Life Red Alert 
 
The current health reform legislation that is proposed by 
President Obama would be the largest victory for pro-
abortion forces since Roe v. Wade.  Both the Kennedy bill 
in the Senate and the House Bill 3200 would mandate abor-
tion coverage for health plans and would federally subsi-
dize abortions.  These bills also would effectively nullify 
states’ rights to restrict access to abortions.  The Admini-
stration has continually promoted abortions and even begun 
using taxpayer money to export abortions to foreign coun-
tries.  The current proposed health care bill would signifi-
cantly increase abortions through outright payment for 
abortions by the federal government or by making abortion 
coverage mandatory for health coverage. Please contact 
your Congressman and Senator and ask them to vote 
against the current legislation.  This is not a political issue 
but rather an issue about saving the lives of babies.
