                Does Bethany offer contemporary worship?  Does Bethany 
have traditional services?  Worship at Bethany is both - and 
neither.  Like many parishes, Bethany seeks to unite God's 
family in worship that rises above stylistic preferences. 
    Christian worship begins with the crucified Christ, who 
comes to us in Word and Sacrament.  He brings to the peo-
ple of God forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation.  We in 
turn extol these gifts with joyful thanksgiving and praise, 
proclaiming the story of God's love through His Word.  This 
celebration is done in concert with the Church throughout the 
world, and finds its expression in the liturgy.  Lutheran wor-
ship is therefore traditional in that it is part of the timeless 
culture of the Church, and contemporary in that it communi-
cates the Gospel in ways that are appropriate to a given 
place and time.  Since worship is the vocation of all bap-
tized Christians, Lutheran liturgy calls for all individuals to do 
their parts, that faith may be increased among all who wor-
ship, and that Christ may be most strongly confessed before 
the world. 
    Providing worship that achieves these noble ends is the 
responsibility of any Christian congregation.  Continuing in 
the tradition of the evangelical Lutheran communion, the Di-
vine Service at Bethany seeks therefore to involve all who 
gather in the name of the Lord in the proclaiming, confessing, 
singing, and praying of God's Word.

This week we are giving our Bethany confirmation students a special gift, a copy of the CD Sing the Faith. This CD is the 
Catechism set to music and is described as: 

Words paired with music are more easily learned and remembered.  With Sing the Faith, the words of the Small 
Catechism are set to original tunes in order to teach and aid memory of these important words.  Each of the 67 up-
beat songs covers a portion of the Ten Commandments, Apostles' Creed, Lord's Prayer, Baptism, Confession, the 
Office of the Keys, the Lord's Supper, and prayers. Sing at home, in the car, at school or at Sunday School. Sing 
here, there, and everywhere. 

The Catechism is such a blessing in the life of a Lutheran.  By giving each student Sing the Faith, our youth will learn the 
Catechism as they listen to it.  Bethany’s Day School children sing the Catechism in Chapel and in their classrooms.  
Now Day School and Non-Day School students can listen and learn at home too. 
Parents, please play this CD often and help your children learn the Catechism.  You will be blessed in learning the Cate-
chism again as you listen to the CD.  Also, students can put the CD on their ipod or other MP3 player and listen to the 
Catechism whenever they wish. 
Of special interest to us at Bethany, Cantor Magness wrote the music for Sing the Faith.  (He receives no commission for 
this, as he was paid a set fee for composing the music.  We are offering this because of its value in teaching the faith.  
And we are blessed to have such a gifted composer as our cantor.)  The recording was made in Los Angeles using an 
ensemble from the Los Angeles’ Children’s Choir.
